LNW COMPUTERS :

The LNW Computers were a TRS-80 look-a-like Z-80 machine. Those
who own a LNM should know that the Club can support this Computer
with Softwares and Hardware Support. We can service these
machines too. I1f you know somebody that owns a LNW, bring them
to the Club Meetings with you.

BOOK OF THE MONTH:

"Writing MS-DOS Drivers". This book assists in the understanding
of the DOS and its Sections. It also teaches how a Device Driver
is created and installed in the MS-DOS. Another hidden asset is
the answering of the question: "What do they mean?" If you ever
wondered what, and how, each Assembly Language Instruction did.
This book makes Assembly Language easy to use. | plan to use
this book a lot also.

SPEED AND COLOR:

High Speed MS-DOS Clones (above 8 Mhz) are experiencing Boot-Up
problems, etc., with their fast machines. The inexpensive
Enhanced Graphics Assembly (EGA) Cards and the high speeds don't
have enough tolerance to handle the higher speed Central
Processor Unit (CPU), and bus speeds. Error conditions are
intermittent and recondition of the ROM BIOS on Boot-Up is
common. Most big brand Computer Companies are limiting the bus
speed to & Mhz. For an EGA Card to operate correctly at higher
speeds it should have 120 ns RAM Chips, low quality EGA Cards
have 150 ns RAM, and slower ROM Chips.

MODEM SPEED-UP:

Thanks to Al NETZKE, the Club MS-DOS Clone is now operational at
2400 baud. The Ventel 2400 Plus will really help those who use
the BBS and Ma Bell at long distant rates. We put it in
operation on the 6th of January, 1988 and it really works well!



REBOOTING WITH BASIC:

The following instructions give a BASIC program the ability to
"warm boot" the computer, bypassing the memory check.

10 REM Warm Boot

20 DEF SEG = &H40
30 POKE &H72,&H34
40 POKE &H73,&HI12
50 DEF SEG = &HFFFF
60 RB = 0

70 CALL RB

To do a "cold" boot, forcing a recount of system memory and
simulating a power on/off cycle, change the following two lines:

30 POKE &H72,0
40  POKE &H73,0

Transferring TO or FROM the BBS is AUTOMATIC

The process works without your messing with your
Machine. SAVE your Files after you receive them.
You will NOT mess up the BBS if the transfer is
interrupted - Simply try again.

(M) Message Base (two):

General Anything Area
TRS-Club Club Info

The Message Bases allow you to Post Messages to
other Persons, or to Club Input.
Bulletins: This is for Single Messages
Discussions This is for Multi-Messages on
Single Topics - Just add your
own by entering a Topic Name
exactly as the one posted.

(z) Command:

(S) S

This allows you to obtain a Password for Quick
Log-On. Also, this allows your Account to be
Recorded for future Log-Ons.

ystem Info:

This tells you our Equipment used to operate the
BBS.



(N) Nulls:
This is from 0-50 Nulls. It speeds up or slows
the BBS Screen so you can read the Screen or for
use when your Printer is copying the Screen's
Info. 0 = Fast 50 = Very Slow

(U) User Log:
A list of those who used the BBS lately.

(H) How Long:
Tells you the time you spent on the BBS today.

(R) Reset Terminal:
Allows you to Reset to new BBS Parameters and
continue on the BBS.

(X) Expert User:
Abbreviates the Menu Commands,

(E) Electronic Mail:
This is an area to Post Private Messages to some-
one. No-one else can read this mail.
REGISTERED forces a person to answer his mail.

Electronic Mail is Accessed ONLY by the E
Command.

(G) Good-by:
This Command signs you OFF the BBS correctly. Do
NOT just disconnect. The BBS recycles in one (1)
minute.

(1) Run Log-On: ‘
This allows you to Relog-On the BBS if you
changed your Log-On info.

The BBS won't Self-Destruct. If you try to make it CRASH you may
DESTROY your Modem Disk!
