MACHINE LAaNGUAGE DISK
I/0 AND OTHER MYSTERIES

Machine Language Disk 1/0 and Other Mysteries, by Michael
J. Wagner is the latest in the series of 1JG books which
started with Pennington’s Disk & Other Mysteraies. It s
advertised at $29.95, but I +found it at Stacey’s bookstore
on University Avenue in Palo Alto for $20.95.

The book is in the B8 by 11 format of the other books in
this series. soft bound and with a glossy paper cover. It
is nominally 270 pages long., but this figure is deceptive
as you will see shortly. The chapters of the book lead one
through an explanation of the operations from the TRSBO
disk controller specification sheets. None of the material
in the book is really unavailable elsewhere; the material
is just difficult for the naive user to fiqgure out ¢rom the
manufacturer’s literature!' The use of all the disk 1/0
commands is demonstrated with sample programs written for
the Model . How to use routines available within popular
operating systems is demonstrated.

Unfortunately, what could be a good book is flawed by some
poor presentation. The book is aimed at the Model 1 wath
minimal supplements in esach section which attempt to
.explain differences between the Model 1 and the Model I1I.
With little additional effort, the author could have
presented the material side-by-side so that the reader
could have followed ei1ther explanation. It is ocbviously a
case of witing a book for the Model 1 and then "patchinag
it” for the Model III so it could be advertised as being
for both machines.

The book is poorly proofread, although not as poorly as
Kitsz's Custom TRS80 book by the same company. For those
in the club who are grammar nuts, the author and editors do
have some problems understanding the proper use of English
in things such as correct use of the subjunctive. For
those of us who are less concerned with grammar, the book
has glaring errors such as an incorrect bit pattern in a
figure for the restore command and its assoclated
discussion. To figure this one out, one has to extensively
cross check with the Western Digital control ler
specification sheet. This is a serious error which a
little bit of care could have eliminated.

The author is not consistent in his naming of commands. In
one place he will call something by one name and then later
refer to it by another name. This makes it difficult for
the first time reader to figure it all out. ] fee@l., as a
teacher, there is no excuse for a publisher letting this
type of thing get through the editing of a book. I doubt
that [IJG did much to have the.manuscript read by others not
closely connected with the book and 1ts publication.
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1 mentioned earlier that the book 1s 270 pages lona. Well.
pages 196 to the end are Western Digital data sheets and
application notes. Fage 175 to 195 i1s a terminal program.
We are now down to a 170 or so page book. Much of the rest
of the book consists of programs and routines which are 1n
full typewriter sized type. This is 4+fine for wuse and
keying into the machine, but in reality, not all this 1s
useful or even instructive to the person who buys the bool
to learn something. In some i1nstances, programs of a paage
or two are fully duplicated with such minor modifications
that they could have been handled with footnotes or short
notes within the original program.

Being overly charitable., ! feel there are perhaps 100 pages
of usable instructive material in this book. So. at over
$20 for the book, you are paying perhaps 25 cents per paaqe
for the meat of the material.

Is this book worth it? Only vyou can decide. I1¥ vyou like
pouring over the manufacturer’s data sheets. the answer 1s
no. The material is all there for you. ls your time worth

something? Do you get frustrated tryinqg to figqure out data
sheets and need some assistance” Then the book could be a
bargain.

1 am annoyed that a book which could have been VERY good 1s
only mediocre. The author is evidently not a writer. The
editor is evidently not an editor. The publisher appears
to have been interested in getting something out 1n a
hurry. The book lacks the care that a careful and
reputable publisher should have qgiven it.

A DISK SAVING DEVICE

At a SBUG meeting Rob Byrd mentioned that the bulletin
board disks were crashing when the power came back on after

a power outage. When the power comes back on the line
voltage +fluctuates thus causing the heads to chatter
resulting i1n crashed disks and hours of disk recovery. I

suggested to Rob that an undervoltage relay could be
installed the eliminate this problem.

The accompanying drawing 18 a schematic diagram of the
undervoltage device that 1s in service on SBUG-8u.

The features of this device are as follows.

1) The relay 1s self latching thus 1t drops out when the
power goes off.

2) The relay has to be reset by the operator thus allowing

an opportunity to remove the disks before power 1s restored
to the drives.

The total cost of this project was approximately $10,0u,
The parts were purchased at Halted Specialties on Evelyn
Avenue 1n Sunnyvale but, parts can be purchased at any
parts store. Of course if new parts are used the cost will
be greater than the $10.00 this unit cost.

The relay contacts should be capable of handling 120 Volts
A.C. @ 15 Amps. To reduce the probability of electrical
hazard, both sides of the line should be opened by the
relay and the receptacle, plug, and power cord should be ot
the three wire variety and the ground wire should be
carried through the system and not interrupted by the
relay.

This circuit can be used any place were the disk drives are

running and wunattended. You could use this circurt in

series with the power line feeding the entire computer

system or jJust 1n series with the power line to the disk
drives.

E)Tahdpn drives suffer from CRC errors at higher tracts
when placed to close to CRT RF power supplies located
on the left sides of both Model I & 111 computers. Flace
drives on the right side.

C)Noisy drives can sometimes be made quieter by placinag
a small amount of 0il on the head rails. Be careful
trying thas.

D)1 -have found several drives out of alignment due to
loose main set screw inside the drive where i1t looked
l1ke you could adjust the drive using the external fine
adjustment but it would only last a short time. 1 even
found this on drives Radio Bhack had just ad)usted.

E)Note: The Tandon drives are excellent disk drives
and will work well on Models I & 111 without problem.

The older Radio Shack Shugart SA 400 drives will not
work with standard Model 111 TRSDOS 1.3. therefore
sell your older drives when upgrading to Model 111

but keep the newer drives to use with your Model 111
or LNW I1.
