So now you are suppused to ask, how da
these programs make file management
so fast? The one ‘key that all these
programs have in common is what the
Macintash warld calls "paint and click.”
By simply maoving a highlight bar
around your directory listing to “point”
at the file(s) you want to manipulate
and “clicking” a key ar the button of
your mouse, you can easily run, copy, or
delete the file(s) Pgint and Click is
much easier than having te type the all
too familiar commands like DIR, DEL
KRR®.xxR, and COPY xxxx.xxw at the DOS
prompt. This pracedure is a little hard
to show in & newsletter article, but |
am sure that everyone has used saome
program where the arraw keys were
used toa maove a highlighted cursor
around the screen and press the ENTER
key to select the highlighted item.

Now that we have our subdirectories
staring at us, you can go through the
disk and either copy or delete files that
don't really need to be on the hard disk.
In order to free up space, files can be
selectively copied to floppies for
storage ar just erased

For ewxample, your LOTUS 1-2-3
subdirectory has & lot of the work
sheets with the extension xxxx WK1
mixed in with the ather files needed to
run 123 A simple

COPY * WK1 to A DEL * WK1
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w3uid move all of the wark sheets to
ficopys. But what if you  wanted to
xeep the ones you update everyday?
Tough luck. You are stuck with typing
the filenames of all the work sheets
you want to move around. However, by
using the point and click method of the
file management programs you could
seigctively highlight just the files to
deiete or move to floppy diskette, thus
saving a8 considerable amaount of typing
and time,

Routinely backing up your data to
flaopies will give you some
nard-disk-crash insurance and erasing
un-needed files will free up space for
that a1l important report you were
working an at the beginning of this
article.

SPEEDDDDDDD

Speed is something we usually never
get engugh of. If you have just recently
installed a hard disk in your machine,
you are probably still trying to get used
to its blazing speed. But, as you begin
to get used to the disk's speed and fill
it with all your programs, you
sometimes find yourself waiting for
your favarite program to load or your
database to finish its search Where has
the blazing speed gone? You wonder
what happened. Has your disk gotten
slawer with age? Fortunately, it is not
the disk itself, but the way DOS stores
your fites an the disk

When you save a file to disk DOS starts
putting in the first free space it cames

NOYEMBER

to. If the space is nat big enough it will
put the rest of the file in the next first
free space. This results in the file being
spread over more than one continucus
bloack on the disk. This is called
fragmentation, and causes DOS io take
langer to find all the parts of the file
when reading it into memory The
problem is compounded when one is
faithful and deletes those un-needed
files to free up space. Every time a
small file was deleted it freed up a
small block of space near the "front” of
the disk. The next large file to be saved
was then spread around ta all those
small spaces.

The salution to all of this is called of
all things a "Disk Optimizer.” The
optimizer goes through the entire disk
and puts the fragmented files back
tagether again. Then when you load that
long program, DOS finds it all in cne
place and reads it much faster Joel Lee
gave us a demanstration of PCTools
Plus" optimization feature at the last
club meeting. This latest version runs

much faster than previaus versions and |

took less than S minutes to optimize
his disk. Of course the larger the level
of fragmentation, the longer it will
take to sort through the entire disk. As
an example, it typically takes about
half an hour for the old versian of
PCTools to optimize my 20MB drive
Now | have told you everything | do to
get the most froam my hard disk
However | still sametimes wish it had
maore space and only a 28msec access
time instead of 65msec. But that is

Buying, Using, and Optimizing the Hard

The large amaunt of data that can be
stored on a hard disk and the attendant
danger of crashes puts an additional
administrative chore on you that does
not exist with floppies: backup.

The backup of hard disks is most
commanly done to floppy disks since
this is the alternative maost commanty
avallable to PC users. Hard disks can
also be backed up te other hard disks or
to streaming tape drives, a methad that
is rapidly gaining in popularity and
dropping in gprice. Because of the
expense and the limited storage space,
back up to anather hard disk is rarely
practical. Using the backup utility
software provided with PC or MS-DQOS,
it takes about an hour and 28 floppy
disks to backup ten megabytes of hard
disk data. There are faster backup
utilities (such as BackEZ from EZtogic
of Los Altas, CA) available but it still
takes 28 flappies. Streaming tape,
which uses a variety of cassette and
cartridge sizes, is a more convenient
methad of backing up your hard disk

Another downside of using a hard disk
is disk maintenance. Because of the
manner in which PC/MS-D0OS stores
files on the hard disk, it's possible for a

ltarge file -~ such as a frequently used
database -- to be spread out all gver
your disk -- a situation knawn as file
fragmentation. Fragmentation will slow
down data- base searches drastically.
You will pericdically need to use utility
software (such as Disk Optimizer fram
SoftlLogic Sclutions of Manchester, N.H.
or PCTaools) to clean up this mess and to
have each file stored on contiguaus
sectors an your disk.

Likewise, there is an initial hard disk.
This can quickly fill up the space Even
20 megabytes can go gquickly when you
have two or three software programs
taking up one to three megabytes of
space. Graphics or desktap publishing
software is usually the warst offender
because of the programming complexity
required. A program like Graphwrite
occupies about 2.5 megabytes just for
the program; a single scanned PC
Paintbrush Image could eat up an entire
megabyte, and the newest edition of
Lotus 1-2-3, version 2.01, requires a
little mare than 1.4 megabytes just to
load the software For this reasan, you
will need to periodically go through
your files, copy the less-frequently
used ones onto floppies, and delete
them from the hard disk
